ABUNDANCE 
 

 

GOD SAVE AMERICA should be our prayer as we reflect on the last 500 years of the  

two millennia. First Nations' Peoples have always known that this land is Sacred. 

 

Paula Gunn Allen observes in the Introduction to her book VOICE of the TURTLE. -  As the 

Western world approaches its second millennium and as we look back over five hundred years of 

multicultural encounters of the devastating kind, we who belong to the Turtle Island branch of the 

encounter see the words of the prophecies of the Maya and Aztec being realized. According to those 

prophecies, there would be nine "descents" for Native peoples; nine periods lasting in total about five 

hundred years, western standard time, in which the situation for Native Indian peoples would 

deteriorate to levels all but unthinkable. They wrote that the People would reach the depths of 

poverty, degradation, humiliation, and devastation during that time. But then a new time would 

come, and the First Nations of the Americas would lead a worldwide renaissance in thought, 

understanding, and values that would in turn bring about a new age of peace, reason, and beauty. 

Then indeed "the last would be first", and "the meek would inherit the earth" as another prophecy 

from another part of the world foretold. As we approach the year 2013, the Mayan date of the Great 

Transformation (as some scholars have said), the prophecies of the major parties to the encounter 

between two worldsðthe Native spirits and the Christian spiritsð have been chronicled in Native 

American personal narratives and folktales, spanning the past one hundred years. . . as we thank the 

Great Spirit for "dirty dishes" that we have so "much" to eat!
